DAY 8 Honfleur — Caudebec-en-Caux: Enjoy a choice of four
Freechoice excursions today. Travel to Fécamp, situated in
spectacular surroundings amidst the tallest cliffs of Normandy
and visit its architectural centerpiece, the Benedictine Palace.

OR,
learn about the Roman past of the the town of Lillebonne. It is
said that William the conqueror was in his castle at Lillebonne
in 1066 when he decided to invade England.
